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2008River RunReport

Usually, just after Labor Day each year, a group of hams
gathers in the before dawn gloom in an empty, darkened
parking lot in suburbia. HT's at the ready, batteries fully
charged, they huddle around the trunk of a parked car
awaiting maps and assignments.
